Caddo Tribe

Jumano Tribe

It also gave
them extra food to store for winter or when there was not enough food. They could live
in large groups and build strong communities because they had food from farming.
Not all of the tribes in Texas were farmers. Some, like the Comanche or Apache, were
nomadic. That means they moved from place to place. They followed animals like
buffalo from place to place. The farming tribes helped show how American Indians
used the land in smart and careful ways.

The farming tribes taught us a lot about living with nature even today. They worked
hard, shared their food, and built homes that lasted for a long time. We still learn from
the ways they lived and cared for the land.

Sometimes they even painted stripes on their faces [ES1] so
others would know who they were.

Tigua Tribe

The Tigua tribe also farmed in Texas. They lived in the far west, near El Paso. Like
the Jumano, they used irrigation to farm in dry land. They grew corn, beans, squash,
and even cotton. The Tigua lived in houses made of adobe, which is a kind of clay or
mud that hardens in the sun.

Farming was very important to these tribes. It gave them food to eat and extra food to
store for winter or times when hunting was difficult. Because they had food from
farming, they could live in large groups and build strong communities. Not all of the
American Indian tribes in Texas were farmers. Some, like the Comanche or Apache,
were nomadic. That means they moved from place to place, following animals like
buffalo. But the farming tribes helped show how American Indians used the land in
smart and careful ways.

The farming tribes such as the Caddo, Jumano, and Tigua taught us a lot about living
with nature even today. They worked hard, shared their food, and built lasting homes.
We still learn from the ways they lived and cared for the land.

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Tribu Jumano

agricultura era mas dificil. Aun asi, los Jumano encontraban maneras de cultivar
alimentos. Usaban el agua de rios o arroyos para regar sus cultivos. Esto se llama
riego. También cultivaban maiz, frijoles y calabaza.

Los Jumano también eran conocidos como comerciantes. Intercambiaban sus
cosechas y otros bienes con las tribus cercanas. A veces incluso se pintaban rayas
en la cara para que los demas supieran quiénes eran.

Tribu Tigua

La tribu Tigua también cultivaba en Texas. Vivian en el extremo oeste, cerca de El
Paso. Al igual que los Jumano, utilizaban el riego para cultivar en tierra firme.
Cultivaban maiz, frijoles, calabazas e incluso algodon. Los tigua vivian en casas de
adobe, un tipo de arcilla o barro que se endurece con el sol.

La agricultura era muy importante para estas tribus. Les proporcionaba alimento y
provisiones para el invierno o para épocas de caza dificil. Gracias a su alimentacion,
podian vivir en grupos grandes y construir comunidades solidas. No todas las tribus
indigenas americanas de Texas eran agricultores. Algunas, como los comanches o
los apaches, eran nomadas. Esto significa que se desplazaban de un lugar a otro
siguiendo animales como el bufalo. Pero las tribus agricolas ayudaron a mostrar
cémo los indigenas americanos utilizaban la tierra de forma inteligente y cuidadosa.
