They used the buffalo for food, clothes, tools, and even
shelter, or a place to live. The Comanche lived in tipis. Tipis were cone-shaped tents
made of buffalo skin and wooden poles. These homes were easy to take down and
move. That was perfect for people who moved from place to place!
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Apache Tribe

Another nomadic tribe in Texas was the Apache. The Apache were also good at
hunting. They lived in tipis or wickiups. Wickiups were small round huts made of
wood and grass. They moved often to follow animals. They also moved to find new
food sources. They hunted deer, rabbits, and buffalo. They gathered wild plants like
berries and nuts.

Tonkawa Tribe

There was another nomadic group called the Tonkawa. They lived in central Texas
and also moved around to hunt and look for food.
